After a rough winter, enjoy these springtime yard work tips:

O Control lawn weeds now through late May before they get large, and tem-
peratures get too high to apply herbicides safely. The first grass clippings of
the season are rich in nutrients and contain fewer weed seeds than those col-
lected later. Put them in the compost pile or mow frequently and leave them on
the ground.

O Where flower gardens or window boxes are visible from indoors, select
flowers in colors to complement your curtains or porch decor.

O A tall, evergreen hedge north of your home can cut heating bills by 34 per-
cent in windswept regions or by 10 % in sheltered areas. If your house is ex-
posed to winter winds, this spring, consider establishing an evergreen planting
for a windbreak.

O Do not mow the lawn until it has grown at least two inches. The roots are
being renewed in the spring and grass needs vigorous top growth initially.

I Once the snow melts and the surface is dry, established (but uneven) lawns
will benefit from being rolled. Depressed areas may be filled with shifted top-
soil. Fill in the sparser areas by sowing new seed.

O The lawn mower blade should always be sharp so as not to tear the grass. If
you sharpen the blade at home, be sure to balance it, too. Place the center hole
of the blade on a screwdriver handle held upright in the vise. Check to see if it
balances. If not, sharpen the heavier side some more until the blade balances
on the handle.

O Remove sticks, rocks and other debris from your lawn to prevent damaging
your lawnmower or injuring yourself when mowing. Check your lawnmower
and other lawn-care equipment in preparation for the coming season.
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We now have survived the most difficult winter that I have experienced while living in Kenwood Oaks since
1982. During this period of difficult weather many random acts of kindness were performed by residents of our neighbor-
hood. We are indeed thankful to those who help their neighbors. One of our KONA projects will be to prepare a list prior
to next winter of people who are willing to shovel snow for a fee. The list will then be published in our KONA newsletter.

At this time the most critical item on our KONA agenda is the revision of the format of our Kenwoodoaks.org
website. The original website was formatted by a professional website maker almost three years ago. We have recently
reviewed the website and came to the conclusion that it needs revision to some extent. We are fortunate to have some new
website experts as our neighbors and Sean McCarthy of Phillip Court is currently working on our website revision. For
example half of the homepage of our website contained the names of the KONA officers and block captains. We have
removed these from the website because the names were included in our KONA directory and in our electronic newsletter.
We are open to any suggestions on how to format our KONA website and what to include. Almost all neighborhood asso-
ciations now have websites and they are great marketing tools according to real estate agents.

One of the things that will increase the market value of our homes is our proximity to Fort Belvoir. The imple-
mentation of the Base Realignment and Closure Act of 2005, or BRAC, includes 20 separate projects with a total of nearly
6.2 million square feet of new building space, 7 million square feet of parking structures and areas, and an overall con-
struction cost of approximately $4 billion. The renovation of existing Fort Belvoir facilities and construction of new facili-
ties are well underway to support the approximately 19,300 military and civilian employees that are being realigned to
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we come closer to this date, 20,000 new workers at Fort Belvoir and up to 60,000 federal support contractors will be look-
ing for homes close to Fort Belvoir. We are fortunate in Kenwood Oaks because we are the only neighborhood with dou-
ble garages and large lots that are close to Fort Belvoir. As the search for new homes in this area increases so will the de-
mand for our homes and prices should increase by 2011.
